
Introducing a new concept in instrument design, the TrampoLine  provides dynamic control of

musical parameters in a tabletop model of ergonomic simplicity and playability. The

central conceit: to design and build at high standards, an innovative electronic

musical instrument with intuitive playability, but with the depth of

functionality that allows an explorative musical dialogue to evolve.

LVTEC brings this innovative alliance of hardware and software

to the musician or performer, and allows a means of musical

expression through discreet gestural movement.

A durable hardware chassis is combined with compact

electronics in this geometrically designed instrument. The

structure is built around a control handle, which is suspended

by 8 flexible sensors. These can be plucked to produce sounds,

whilst the bowl itself can be rotated through varying degrees to

adjust the pitches of the constituent tones. Each sensor can be

controlled separately, or through the movements of the bowl. The

rotational position of the bowl also controls parameters of various temporal,

spatial and spectral effects.

In an age of increasing dependence on mouse and screen, LVTEC have attempted to free the

user from these control(ling) shackles. The instrument has been designed with playability in

mind, and hope that the instrument provides a powerful means to create innovative and

imaginative musical works.
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
